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COMPUTATION OF GRADE POINT AVERAGE (GPA) AND CLASS RANK

The cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) is calculated by averaging the grade points for each
senior at the conclusion of their sixth, seventh and eighth semester. The eighth semester GPA is
recorded on each transcript and becomes part of each student’s permanent record.

Class rank is established for all seniors at the conclusion of their sixth semester, and updated at
the end of the seventh and eighth semester. Students are ranked from highest cumulative GPA to
the lowest. The eighth semester class rank is recorded on each transcript, and becomes part of
the permanent record.

The point scale for use in computing Grade Point Averages for all classes are as follows:

A=40
B=3.0
C=20
D=10
F=0.0

A value added weight is given for successful completion of Honors (.025), and AP (.05), dual
credit transferable to a 2-year institution (.025) and dual credit transferable to a 4-year institution
(.05) courses.

Students with identical Grade Point Averages are given the same class rank.
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
