DRESS AND GROOMING 
 

The purpose of this regulation is to promote an atmosphere of learning rather than one of leisure.  

With this purpose in mind, the dress and personal appearance of each student shall not detract 

from the education environment of the school or tend to diminish instructional effectiveness or 

the disciplinary control of the teacher.   

 

1. All students must wear hair and clothing neat and clean.  Beards and mustaches must 

be neatly trimmed and well groomed. 

 

2. Students may not wear their hair in any manner which may cause a disruption of 

educational activities or endanger themselves, or any fellow students, in any school, 

class, or activity. 

 

3. Students may not wear clothing, symbols, pins or other paraphernalia which are 

advertising controlled substances, displaying inappropriate words or pictures, gang 

related, or derogatory to any ethnic group or intended to cause disruption of any 

school, class or activity. 

 

4. Footwear, and shirts or tops and pants, skirts or dresses must be worn at all times. 

 

5. Clothing should be modest; students are not permitted to halter tops, bare midriffs, 

tube tops, tank tops, cut-offs, see-through outfits, or undershirts as outer tops. 

 

6. Each site administrator will determine what constitutes disruption in accordance with 

the school Dress & Behavior Code. 
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
